Order Entry Management
Sales orders are interactively entered, edited, and maintained.  System built-in functions include order inquiry and inventory control.

Order Inquiry
An order inquiry facility is provided by the system to quickly and effectively service a customer inquiring on the status of an open or closed order.  

Inventory Management
Real-time inventory allocation/de-allocation, availability checking, product and product pricing information maintenance and online inquiry into product activities, are among the functions of the system.

Printing Options
The system provides for batch and online printing.  Batch printing is done during the nightly run, when an order is to be billed.  Online printing id done when the "PRINT" key is pressed, and is controlled by the START/STOP printing option.

Users are allowed to print orders and invoices during order entry, without exiting this customer servicing area.
